New! *Polo shirts may be of any color as long as they are a solid color, contain no trim on collars or sleeves, and have no emblems or graphics (butterflies, eagles, horses, etc.) anywhere on the visible part of the shirt.  Please pay close attention to the fit.  Make sure the shirt is not form fitting.
New!  REQUIRED FOR ALL STUDENTS – SOME ITEMS MUST PURCHASED THROUGH HCA –

IN GENERAL
· No cartoon characters (no matter how cute and innocent they may seem), super heroes, skull and cross bones, symbols (gothic, ying-yang, peace, broken crosses), or other anti-Christian signs or sayings.  No advertising for tobacco or alcohol products, television shows, music, groups or singers that are vulgar or offensive or that present ideas that are not wholesome.  Nothing that promotes immodesty, sexuality, or violence.

UNIFORM ACCESSORIES
Jackets— PERMITTED-NAVY jackets available for purchase through the office.  The jacket will be solid in color and have NO writing unless it is an HCA logo. 
NOT PERMITTED-Any other jacket.
Shoes— PERMITTED- closed toe and closed heel shoes.  
NOT PERMITTED- Heeleys, flip flops, sandals, cleats, Crocs, shoes with pictures of cartoon characters or super heroes, shoes with heels higher than 1 inch, or rubber boots.
New! Socks— PERMITTED-Any color, any style.
New! Undershirts— PERMITTED-Any color.
Belts— K5-1st grade students are exempt from wearing belts; 2nd – 12th grade students must wear a belt if belt loops are present.  Do not cut belt loops off garments.  
New! PERMITTED-colored belts, sparkles, rhinestones, flowers, butterflies, sun, moon, stars. 
NOT PERMITTED-belt buckles larger than a standard sized round coaster, logos, sports team names or pictures, wording (other than a person’s first name), peace signs, skull and cross bones, or other pictures/symbols.  

Back Packs, Lunch Boxes, Folders—Students are encouraged to use backpacks with or without wheels.  

New! PERMITTED-any color, sport brand names such as Adidas and Nike, brand names such as Aero and American Eagle, professional and college sports team names and logos.   

NOT PERMITTED-cartoon characters, super heroes, pictures, graphics (ie. skull, cross bones, ying yang, peace sign etc.).
ADDITIONAL DRESS CODE INFORMATION
· ALL STUDENTS - Hair must be kept out of the eyes.  No extreme, or unnatural (pink, purple, extreme black, etc.) coloring or styles are allowed.  Subtle, natural highlighting is allowed, whereas streaking, and all over extreme color changes are not.  No “two tone” looks (i.e., no blond or red streaks in dark hair). 

· Boys - hair must be cut above the collar, eyebrows, and ears.  This means that hair should not touch the collar or hang over the ears.  No rat tails, mullets, spikes, Mohawks, or pony tails.  Boys are to be clean shaven.  No facial hair.  Sideburns shall not extend below the middle of the ear.

· Assure clothing is correctly sized.  Clothing must not be too tight, revealing, or baggy.  No visible undergarments.

· Items other than jackets or hoodies are not to be worn over the uniform.  

· Clothes must be in good repair - NO tears, slashes, or holes – NO cut, raveled, or dragging hems.  Shirts must be tucked in and belts on at all times.  This applies to jeans on dress down days.
· Girls’ jewelry – Piercing is allowed in ears only.  No more than two earrings in each ear.  Due to safety reasons, no extra long or large hoop earrings.  A maximum of one necklace may be worn. Keep other jewelry to a minimum.  Teachers may ask for jewelry to be removed if in their perception, it is disruptive in class.   

· Boys’ jewelry - Boys may NOT wear earrings or have any other piercing.  A maximum of one necklace may be worn but must not be too long or bulky.  No hair bands, rubber bands, or dog collars around the neck, arms, or legs.    

· Students must not write on themselves or others with pens or markers.  No visible, lick and stick or any other type of tattoo.  

· For modesty sake, we require that girls in grades three and under wear shorts beneath their skirts/jumpers. 
· Makeup is to be kept to a minimum for older girls.  No makeup or nail polish on boys.  No black nail polish or lip stick.  No nail polish at school.  Makeup and brushing of hair should be done in the restroom only.    

· Students are to be in uniform at all times while on campus during the regular school day.  Students are not allowed to change into street clothes before leaving for the day.   

· Hats, caps, toboggans, visors, and sunglasses are not to be worn in the building or on school grounds.
